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Tuition and Fee Schedule Requirement

In order to accept K12 Program funding:

« Schools must provide to the Authority documentation for required
tuition and fees charged to students by the nonpublic school.

« Schools shall not require any additional fees based on the status
of the student as a scholarship recipient.

Submission of tuition and fees is an annual requirement!
« Even if your school does not expect to have scholarship recipients
- Even if your tuition does not change from year to year

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The statute which governs the K12 Programs requires that schools provide the Authority (SEAA) with documentation for required tuition and fees charged to students by the nonpublic school.

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Current schools that fail to submit the Tuition and Fee Schedule by the July 15th deadline will be suspended from accessing certification in the fall.

New schools registering for the first time that fail to submit the Tuition and Fee Schedule by the June 30th deadline will not be registered to participate with the K12 Programs and will not be able to accept funding for the 2024-2025 school year.

Schools may not submit changes to their Tuition and Fee Schedules in the middle of the school year, and will not be able to update this information after the deadline.

What is a Tuition and Fee Schedule?

A Tuition and Fee Schedule should be a

comprehensive overview of:

Any discounts offered by your school
Any other pertinent financial policies

Your Tuition and Fee Schedule MUST contain:

The full name of your school and the city in which it is located
The academic year for which the document is requested
The tuition and fees charged by your school per student for
the academic year
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Your tuition and fee schedule should be a comprehensive overview of the tuition and fees charged by your school, any discounts offered, and any other pertinent financial policies.  Your Tuition and Fee Schedule could be a document you provide to your parents to help them understand the costs associated with attending your school.

Tuition and Fee Schedule Tips

Schools should:

* Report the frequency by which tuition
payments are billed (ex. 10 monthly
payments, 2 semesterly payments, etc.)

* Itemize all fees they charge families,
including those that cannot be covered
by K12 Program funds

e List any Exceptional Children (EC) or
Special Education curriculums offered
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Some schools report tuition as an annual lump sum, while others report how much individual payments will cost families. If your school reports tuition by payment, you must provide on the Tuition and Fee Schedule the frequency by which payments are billed. For example, if your school’s tuition is $600 per month, your Tuition and Fee Schedule must state for how many months parents should plan to make payments. SEAA should be able to determine the annual cost of attendance for a student by reviewing the Tuition and Fee Schedule.

Although the K12 Programs may not be able to cover all fees charged by a school, it is advised your school list all fees on the Tuition and Fee Schedule, even those that cannot be reported during certification. For example, if your school offers services that cannot be paid to your school directly, but could be paid through an ESA+ recipient’s ClassWallet funds, such as tutoring or therapeutic services, SEAA will use the Tuition and Fee Schedule to confirm the charges listed on the invoice. 

If your school offers a separate tuition rate for Exceptional Children or special education programs, these tuition rates must be listed on your Tuition and Fee Schedule. Schools with special education programs who do not report the tuition associated with those programs on the Tuition and Fee Schedule will not be able to collect Program funding to cover these increased charges.

The Cost of Attendance feature in MyPortal is
intended to assist large schools with
completing certification quickly by allowing
them to enter the standard cost per grade
level.

This feature is separate from the Tuition and
Fee Schedule and completing it is not a
substitute for submitting the tuition and fee
schedule.

Schools can complete the Cost of Attendance
feature until August 1st.
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The standard cost should be the annual cost for any student of a particular grade level to attend your school. During certification, schools will report both the standard cost and the individual cost, or the tuition and fees charged to each individual student after any school discounts are applied.

Best Practices
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Certification and Tuition and Fees

During certification, schools report the tuition and fees for
each individual student. The tuition and fees certified by
the school for each student must align with and be
accurately itemized in the Tuition and Fee Schedule
submitted to SEAA.

Schools should not certify tuition or fee amounts that are
not listed on the Tuition and Fee Schedule. Discrepancies
between the Tuition and Fee Schedule and the cost of
attendance certified for a student may result in a return of
funds to SEAA.

Acceptable Fees:

* Required of all students

e Billed at the same rate of
all students

* Are charged directly by
the school

e Can only cover K12 fees
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It is SEAA’s expectation that the certified cost of attendance for the students at a school match up with what was reported on the school’s Tuition and Fee Schedule. SEAA cannot cover fees or tuition rates that are not listed on the school’s Tuition and Fees Schedule. Schools may not make changes to the Tuition and Fee Schedule after the deadline.
